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Introduction

Every year, Advocates for Children of New Jersey
(ACNJ) produces its New Jersey Kids Count
County Pocket Guide, measuring the state of
children in each of New Jersey’s 21 counties. These
data provide a closer look at the numbers beyond
state averages and reveal a range of experiences and
outcomes depending on where children live. The
county-by-county data help communities assess and
identify areas of progress and concern for children.

Pocket Guide Key Trends:

B Rising Median Incomes. With the exception
of four counties (Cumberland, Mercer, Salem
and Warren), median incomes for families with
children rose since 2012, indicating a positive
trend. The state overall experienced a 12 percent
increase in median earnings for families, jump-
ing to more than $95,000. Median incomes for
families with children ranged from a high of
$152,829 in Hunterdon County to a low of
$42,282 in Cumberland County.

B Costly Child Care. In 2016, a New Jersey
family with an infant could expect to pay $222
a week for licensed child care, equating to more
than $11,500 annually. While figures vary
between counties, the majority showed median
costs higher than $222, with Hunterdon County
having the highest median cost at $304 per week.
Prices for providers caring for children in their
own homes tended to be less costly than center-
based care, with weekly costs a little more than
$150 for both infants and toddlers. Few counties
throughout the state are home to child care
options that are affordable for parents using
state child care subsidies. Salem County had the
highest percentage of licensed child care options
for infants purchasable with a subsidy. Yet even
there, parents could only expect their subsidies
to cover the costs of little more than half of
licensed child care centers.

. Introduction

B 1ead Testing. In 2016, fewer children under age 6
were tested for lead statewide than in 2012. Many
counties followed this pattern, with only 4 counties
— Bergen, Burlington, Hunterdon and Union —
showing increases in the percentage of children
tested. Essex and Hudson saw no change. The per-
centage of infants and toddlers ages 6-26 months
tested for lead also decreased for the state as a
whole, dropping 8 percent from 2012 to 2016
(visit datacenter.kidscount.org for more lead data).

M Juvenile Justice. From 2012 to 2016, dramatic
declines in the number of juvenile arrests existed in
all 21 counties, a continuing trend from prior years.
From 2015 to 2016, the number of admissions to
county-based juvenile detention facilities who partic-
ipate in the statewide Juvenile Detention Alterna-
tives Initiative (JDAI) decreased. For the first time,
in 2016, detention admissions data for Salem County
were available, due to their joining JDAI.

Accompanying the New Jersey Kids Count Pocket
Guide, Advocates for Children of New Jersey ranked each
county on a set of indicators of child well-being. ACNJ
organized and ranked counties according to four different
domains: child and family economics, child health, safety
and well-being, and education. Inspired by the rankings
from the National KIDS COUNT project of the Annie E.
Casey Foundation, each domain includes three indicators
for a total of 12. A first place ranking indicates a positive
performance, while a 215 place ranking indicates poor per-
formance. For example, a county placing 21° in children
without health insurance indicates that the county has the
highest percentage of uninsured kids, while the county
ranked number one would have the lowest percentage.

For example, Ocean County ranks 15™ in family econom-
ics, but first in child health. Similarly, there may be varia-
tion within a single domain. Sussex County ranks 3" in
the overall health domain, but places 20" for its percent-
age of children under age 6 tested for lead (a contributing
indicator to the health domain). This year, ACNJ omitted
school breakfast participation from the education domain,
replacing it with third grade English Language Arts
PARCC results. For this reason, comparisons to last year’s
education domain rankings should be avoided. A break-
down of the 2018 county rankings follows.
